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Oliver Hartwell from Oxford Nanopore Technologies will visit Bergen next Tuesday 19/6 and give a talk about nanopore sequencing at 13:30 at CBU. 

For the uninitiated, this is a technology that can produce reads of millions of bases long for DNA and full length isoforms, including poly-A tails, for RNA. It can also directly sequence native RNA and DNA including any modifications they may harbor. All of this is in a small, cheap, portable device that can be plugged into a laptop or (soon) into your cell phone.

This is the future of sequencing, so unless you're stuck in the past I urge you to come!
